2011 Distinguished Journalist Awards:  Since 1997, the Greater Los Angeles Chapter has given four awards — print 90,000+ circulation, under 90,000 circulation, television broadcast and radio broadcast. The nominees may, but not need be, reporters or news anchors; previous winners include behind-the-scenes writers, editors and producers whose achievements merit recognition.

2011 Distinguished Work in New Media Award: In 2008, the board added this category to honor journalists whose work in post-print and post-broadcast “new media” areas successfully fulfills their editorial mission, effectively serves their audience and uses the new media’s unique characteristics and capabilities while striving to uphold traditional journalism's highest standards of honesty, accuracy, responsibility and accountability. Among the criteria is general excellence of content. Depending on the kind of “new media,” technical criteria such as interactivity, rich media, design and ease of navigation also would be considered. When submitting a nomination, please describe what kind of work the journalist does and how long he or she has been doing it and provide samples of the nominee’s work, such as online stories or a website link.

2011 Freedom of Information Award:  The Greater Los Angeles Chapter honors a non-journalist who has helped promote First Amendment issues. Previous winners have been involved with a gamut of First Amendment issues and come from a wide variety of backgrounds, including the legal profession, academia, government and nonprofit groups.
